What can we do for them?

The roe is one of the smallest mammals. It is of red colour in summer and of grey colour in
winter. The roe is a vegetarian: it eats grass, berries, acorns. The roe can be seen in Medvedevsky
and Zvenigovsky regions.

The otter is large enough; it’s an animal with a thick neck, a long tail and short legs. It weighs
6-10 kg. It eats frogs, birds, but the main food is fish. It lived in such rivers as the Bolshaya and
Malaya Kokshaga, the Rutka, the Arda, the Ilet.
